purchase and shipping of five motorcycles to the Democratic Republic ’/
of Congo to help support GlobalFingerprints.

In Congo, almost 15% of children are orphardue to AIDS,

malnutrition, malaria, poor health care, and/or war. These orphans have
many needs and desperately need to know that they are loved by God and by us, His

people. In partnership with the Evangelical Free Church of Congo and EFCA TouchGlobal, GlobalFingerprints is
a sponsorship program providing immediate hopefor these children by helping Congolese families care for
these orphans in homes instead of an orphanage.

By the end of 2008, GlobalFingerprints hopes to sponsor 1,500 orphans. Having those five motorcycles on the
field is crucial to caring for these orphans and meeting this goal. We currently support children in 12 different
regions where our Congolese staff must travel hundreds of miles to care for the children in their homes. The
staff visit the children, pray with them, pay their school tuition and medical bills, and manage nutritional
projects in the communities. In order to run the program effectively we need transportation for our Congolese
partners to do this important work. The five motorcycles are an immediate need and it will cost $25,000 to
purchase and ship them. We are asking the VBS groups to give toward this essential and urgent need.
