Washing Out?

You have heard the statistics and maybe even
asked yourself the question, “Am I making a
difference?” The statistic, of course, is that
between 64-88 % of students who have been
active in your church will 'wash out' of church post-
high school. A couple of questions need to be
asked.

The first is obvious, why? Several have
theorized concerning this, but lacking a targeted
study, we just do not know. However, I will suggest
several factors. One is the paradoxical nature of
adolescence. On the one hand, we hear that
students are maturing faster, and on the other
hand, we hear that the stage of adolescence is
being elongated with many opting for it as a
terminal life stage. Students, because of this
paradox, have much more information but fewer
chances to make sense of it. They often do not
have the time and space for the concentrated
introspection needed to pose, let alone answer,
questions of faith. Some influences that negatively
affect students even raising faith question include
parents' and youth workers' tendency to protect
students and to be students' buddies and to flip out
when students doubt or ask questions. Our
student ministries and relationships have to be
safe places for students to wrestle with faith. We
have to help parents realize that questioning is a
normal part of their student's faith development.
The goal has to be moving from an affiliated faith
to an owned faith so that our student will not only
survive college but flourish for a lifetime. A 'rite of
passage' event may help shorten adolescence as
well.

An additional factor is the nature of student
ministry. Typically, students spend much of their Jr
Hi and Sr Hi years isolated in a very vibrant
healthy student ministry but away from the church
as a whole. This ghetto mentality produces an “
